GUIDE TO A BRIEF HISTORY OF ISRAEL

This 5-part series was developed to meet a growing need for biblical literacy.  Many Christians today are unfamiliar with the stories and history that form the foundation of their faith that are found in the Hebrew Bible, or Old Testament.  My goals for this series were to acquaint the audience with the essential stories found in the Hebrew Bible and to do so in a way that would tune their ears to biblical cadences and rhythms.  The result was a stripped-down version of the NRSV text of the Bible presented as a dramatic reading coordinated with visual information in a PowerPoint format.  “Top Text” handouts, and sometimes additional handouts, were available at each session.

Certain texts, especially Esther, reflect work I had done previously for my thesis.  This is already a playful text, and I have deliberately attempted to “unsettle” the audience so they can hear the text in a new way.
